Paying for College

Students are expected to offer money from savings, summer and school year earnings, and/or by
obtaining a loan. Parents are expected to contribute from their income and/or assets.

Colleges and universities will meet all or most of the student’s “need” by putting together a Financial
Aid package made up of grants, scholarships, loans and work-study. The student’s “need” is the cost
of education for one academic year, minus the expected contribution from the students and parents.

In August 1993, Congress amended the Higher Education Act creating the new direct lending
program as well as minor changes in the Financial Aid application process.

Financial Aid

Many more students, particularly middle-income students, are eligible for federal aid than in past
years. All students, regardless of family income, should apply for Financial Aid. Financial Aid is
available through both state and federal grants. Grant money does not need to be paid back. Loan
money can be borrowed and must be repaid (with interest). Work-study is money earned from work
and used to help pay for school and another source of financing is scholarships.

To be eligible for Financial Aid, students must have a financial need, received a high school diploma
or GED, or pass an independently administered test approved by the U.S. Department of Education.
Students also need to be enrolled in an eligible program, be a U.S. citizen or eligible non-citizen,
registered with the Selective Service, if required, complete the necessary forms, and make
satisfactory academic progress.

Financial Aid eligibility is the difference between the cost of education and the Expected Family
Contribution (EFC). A federal formula performs a needs analysis to determine the EFC. The cost of
education includes tuition and fees, room and board, books and supplies, transportation and
miscellaneous expenses.



How To Apply For Financial Aid

1. Students must complete a FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid).

FAFSAs are available at high schools and college Financial Aid Offices in the later part of November.
The FAFSA should be completed and mailed after January 1. Deadlines will vary by college and state.
They may be as early as February 1. Students should check with the college they will attend for
application deadlines dates for Financial Aid.

NOTE: Students can speed up the process by applying electronically with “FAFSA on the Web” at
www.fafsa.ed.gov. FAFSA on the Web is the quickest and easiest method of applying.

Submit 2009-2010 FAFSA on the web applications by midnight Central Daylight time, June 30, 2010.
Corrections on the web forms must be submitted by midnight Central Daylight time, September 15,
2010.

2. Students will receive a Student Aid Report (SAR) after the FAFSA is processed. Information is
also sent to the college(s) named on the FAFSA. If the student does not receive a SAR in four to six
weeks, or they need another copy, they should call 1-800-433-3243 for a duplicate SAR.

NOTE: It is the student’s responsibility to check for and correct errors on their SAR forms.

3. The student’s selected College Financial Aid Office(s) will send an award letter.
The letter will indicate the types of aid the student is eligible to receive.

4. Students should check with the college(s) they expect to attend. Some colleges may require
additional application forms.

5. PROFILE

This supplementary form will be available along with the FAFSA. Some colleges and universities will
require this form to be completed along with the FAFSA before a Financial Aid package can be
determined. Students should consult with the Financial Aid office of the school of their choice to find
out if the supplementary form is necessary.

NOTE: Special circumstances such as changes in income and other factors effecting eligibility may be
considered. Should special circumstances arise, the student should submit a letter of explanation to
the Financial Aid Office at the school of their choice.

Where Do You Beqgin For Financial Aid

Before a school can put together a Financial Aid “package”, they will require the following forms to be
on file in their Financial Aid Office:

1. Free Application For Federal Student Aid — FAFSA: Students must complete this form.

a. After the first of December, obtain FAFSA form from your counselor or Career Center Specialist.
b. Parents should complete and mail the applications or are encouraged to apply electronically.

c. Mail the application or complete the online application as soon as possible after January 1st. Late
applicants will receive Financial Aid on a “funds available” basis.

2. Institutional Financial Aid Form (Obtain from college Financial Aid office).

a. Many institutions have a Financial Aid form, which must be completed in addition to the FAFSA.

3. Private and Public Scholarships — Local, State and National

a. Apply for all scholarships possible. Financial Aid books are available in the Career Center and the
public library.

b. Many state and national scholarship competitions will require scores from the SAT or ACT.

New - Financial Aid Estimator — FAFSA4caster

The U.S. Department of Education’s office of Federal Student Aid is pleased to announce the release
of FAFSA4caster, a new Web tool designed to assist high school Juniors and their families plan for
education beyond high school. Students can receive an estimated Expected Family Contribution
(EFC) by entering their information into FAFSA4caster, a simplified version of the Free Application for
Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). FAFSA4caster also provides guidance on next steps for applying for
admission, applying for federal student aid, and paying for education beyond high school.

Background

In September 2005, the Secretary of Education formed the bipartisan Commission on the Future of
Higher Education to launch a national dialogue on the vital issues of accessibility, affordability, and
accountability in higher education. One of the needs identified in the Commission’s final report was to
notify students of their federal student aid eligibility earlier in order to help families plan better. We
have developed FAFSA4caster to address this need.

FAFSA4caster Benefits

FAFSA4caster is a companion piece to the official FEAESA on the Web. The free FAFSA4caster tool
will assist high school Juniors and their families in the following ways:

e Instantly calculate an estimated EFC
e Inform the student of potential Federal Pell Grant (Pell Grant) eligibility
e Reduce the time needed to complete the FAFSA when the student applies as a Senior

Federal and State Programs

*Pell Grant
Pell Grants, Perkins Loans, Work-Study and SEOG will be available, based on demonstrated financial
need and availability of funds.

* Perkins Loan
Repayments begin nine months after student status drops to less than half time, with up to 10 years to

repay.

* Work-Study Program
Part of the Federal Student Financial Assistance Program, work-study provides part-time employment
for post-secondary students who need income to help meet educational costs.

» Supplemental Educational Opportunity Grant Program (SEOG)

This program is for students of exceptional financial need, who would be unable to continue their
education without the grant. The SEOG is awarded through the Financial Aid office of the school you
plan to attend. The SEOG is not an entitlement program; that is, there are no guarantees attached to
it. Each school receives a set amount of money to use for SEOG’s. When the money is gone, there
are no more SEOG'’s for that year.

« Stafford Loan
Formerly called the Guaranteed Student Loan program. Repayment begins six months after student
status drops to less than half time and has a 10-year repay timeline.

* Unsubsidized Stafford Loan

A program available to undergraduates who do not demonstrate financial need. Students still file the
FAFSA for the regular Stafford first, and if not eligible, will automatically be considered for the
unsubsidized program. Same interest and repayment terms as Federal Stafford, except interest is not
subsidized and will accrue during in-school and six-month grace periods. Students have the option of
either paying the interest as it accrues on the loan or capitalizing the interest and paying it off along
with the principal following graduation.

+ Parent Loan for Undergraduate Students (PLUS)
Parents can borrow the entire cost of their student’s education, less Financial Aid. Repayment of
PLUS loans must begin within 60 days of disbursement with up to 10 years to repay.

* Scholarships
Each year private organizations, corporations, fraternal groups, clubs and labor unions provide funds

for students to complete their education. Most scholarships are based upon both achievement and
need, while other scholarships are based on scholastic achievement and school/community
involvement. Students are encouraged to apply for all scholarships for which they are eligible. Many
scholarship applications can be found in the Career Center.

Scholarships — General Information

Each year private organizations, corporations, fraternal groups, clubs and labor unions provide funds
for students to complete their education. Most scholarships are based upon both achievement and
need, while other scholarships are based on scholastic achievement and school/community
involvement. Students are encouraged to apply for all scholarships for which they are eligible.

This document is provided to help with student’s scholarship search. It does not contain all
scholarship opportunities available. Students are responsible for verifying scholarship details and
ensuring their application packets are complete and deadlines are met.

Finding Scholarships

1. Check with your school career center. If you have a special talent in athletics, the arts, or a
subject area, check with your coach or teacher.

2. Contact local organizations. Call community organizations, such as the Rotary or Kiwanis,
religious or ethnic organizations, youth organizations, fraternities and sororities, and alumni
groups. Contact your local Chamber of Commerce to learn if any local businesses offer
awards. Also check with professional organizations related to your career interests, such as
the American Bar Association or the American Medical Association.

3. Ask employers and labor unions. Many companies and labor unions offer scholarships to
employees, members, or their children.

4. Search for local scholarships in your community. Review a list of Washington community
organizations which have raised money for student scholarships in your area.

5. Visit free online search services. Many search services allow you to input your academic,
ethnic and interest information and receive regular updates on scholarships that might apply to
you. Beware of any company that wants you to pay for a scholarship search. Instead use a
few of the free search services below.

Scholarships = Tips for Winning Scholarship Applications

10 Tips for Winning Scholarship Applications as published on FastWeb.com

Before you submit your scholarship application, check out these tips, provided by scholarship
sponsors nationwide.

Tip #1: Apply only if you are eligible.
Read all the scholarship requirements and directions carefully to make sure you’re eligible before you
send in your application.

Tip #2: Complete the application in full.
If a question doesn’t apply, note that on the application. Don't just leave it blank. Supply all additional
supporting materials, such as transcripts, letters of recommendation and essays.

Tip #3: Follow directions.
Provide everything that’s required, but don’t supply things that aren’t requested — you could be
disqualified.

Tip #4: Neatness counts.

Always type your application, or if you must print, do so neatly and legibly. Make a couple of
photocopies of all the forms before you fill them out. Use the copies as working drafts as you develop
your application packet.

Tip #5: Write an essay that makes a strong impression.

The key to writing a strong essay is to be personal and specific. Include concrete details to make
your experience come alive; the who, what, where, and when of your topic. The simplest experience
can be monumental if you present honestly how you were affected.

Tip #6: Watch all deadlines.

To help keep yourself on track, impose your own deadline that is at least two weeks prior to the official
deadline. Use the buffer time to make sure everything is ready on time. Don’t rely on extensions —
very few scholarship providers allow them at all.

Tip #7: Make sure your application gets where it needs to go.
Put your name on all pages of the application. Pieces of your application may get lost unless they are
clearly identified.

Tip #8: Keep a back-up file in case anything goes wrong.
Before sending the application, make a copy of the entire packet. If your application goes astray,
you'll be able to reproduce it quickly.

Tip #9: Give it a final “once-over”.
Proofread the entire application carefully. Be on the lookout for misspelled words or grammatical
errors. Ask a friend, teacher or parent to proofread it as well.

Tip #10: Ask for help if you need it.
If you have problems with the application, don’t hesitate to call the funding organization.
